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Currently Meredith is the Executive in Charge of Production and an Executive Producer for
RadicalMedia overseeing feature documentaries, documentary series, scripted projects and
specials in the Entertainment division for multiple partners including Netflix, HBO, History
Channel, National Geographic, PBS, Discovery, IFC, Disney and Apple among others. To date
she has successfully helped produce the series Mars, The Me You Can‘t See, Conversations
with a Killer: The Ted Bundy Tapes, Abstract, American Portrait, My Next Guest Needs No
Introduction with David Letterman, Crime Scene, Sherman’s Showcase, Grant, Teddy
Roosevelt, Abraham Lincoln, as well the films The Great Depresh, Tigerland, The Avett
Brothers, Contact High, Spaceship Earth, Ricky Velez, Formula E, Oh Hello, American Utopia,
Come From Away, Trevor: A New Musical and Summer of Soul, which is currently nominated
for an Academy Award,

Previously Meredith was an Executive Producer for CBS’s The Late Show with Stephen
Colbert which she helped start up for its debut on September 8, 2015 as well as a Co-
Executive Producer at 7he Colbert Report from the show’s inception in 2005 through its end
in December 2014. In addition to regular episodes, Bennett produced many of the show'’s
specials, including ones in Philadelphia for the 2008 presidential primary, the 2010 Winter
Olympics in Vancouver, BC the Rally To Restore Sanity And or Fear on the National Mall in
Washington, DC in 2010, as well as segments from the 2014 Winter Olympics in Sochi,
Russia and a recent show with President Obama in Washington, D.C. In 2009 she helped
produce live-to-tape episodes of The Colbert Reportin Baghdad, Iraq, the only time
complete shows were broadcast from a war zone.
